The Faculty of Medicine established a
diploma in public health the early 1900s which
was replaced by the Master of Public Health
degree in 1983. In its 40™" year the MPH is an
international, multidisciplinary programme and
partner in the Erasmus Mundus Joint Master
Degree programme, Europubhealth (EPH+).
