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Walter Ricciardi is Professor of Hygiene and Public Health at the Catholic University 
of the Sacred Heart in Rome, Italy, President of the World Federation of Public 
Health Associations (WFPHA) and Past-President of the European Public Health 
Association (EUPHA). He manages undergraduate and postgraduate teaching 
activities including a Master of Science programme and International Courses in 
Epidemiology. Since 2013 he serves as Member of the EU Expert Panel on Effective 
Ways of Investing in Health. From 2011 to 2014 he was Member of National Board 
of Medical Examiners of the United States of America. In 2015, he was appointed 
Director of the WHO Collaborating Centre for Health Policy, Governance and 
Leadership at the Catholic University of the Sacred Heart. He is Editor of several 
leading journals: the European Journal of Public Health, the Oxford Handbook of 
Public Health Practice and Founding Editor of the Italian Journal of Public Health 
and of Epidemiology, Biostatistics and Public Health. In 2021, he Co-Chaired the 
16th World Congress on Public Health.
